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Joyce Ling's Brilliant Art Exhibition Debuts in

Taiwanese oil painter Joyce Ling received the Florence Botticelli Award in January 2024 and will be
awarded the Leonardo International Outstanding Painter Award at the Leonardo da Vinci Science
and Technology Museum in Milan in April 2024. Joyce Ling, the recipient of two international
outstanding painter awards, often exhibits her works in Europe. From May 26th to June 9th, she has
been invited to exhibit at the Gonsaga Museum in Italy. Her works have high visibility overseas, and
many international curatorial companies frequently invite her to exhibit abroad!



In the past, Joyce Ling did not aim for painting sales and exhibitions in Taiwan. She believed that
seeking international recognition first, before considering exhibitions in Taiwan, was crucial.
International visibility, invitations from international curatorial companies, renowned international
awards, and invitations from international museums are her goals. These surpass the speculation of
universal values on artworks or artists, and the purchases and short-term support for artworks.
Since the beginning of the year, her paintings have been exposed overseas and have successfully
attracted invitations from international curatorial companies in Rome, Venice, Canada, Italy, Milan,
the United States, and other places.

Joyce Ling said that artworks need to be validated by the international market, and profits come
later. Because profits only represent support, not visibility. Invitations from international museums
represent international recognition and support, with promising prospects, carving out her future
artistic achievements, far surpassing the profits of commercial exhibitions, which cannot be covered
by ordinary art investors or supporters!

For the benefit of Taiwanese art enthusiasts, Joyce Ling will hold the Argo Yacht Club's Brilliant Art
Exhibition from May 2nd to 6th. There will be two exhibition areas, indoors and on yachts. Classical
music performances combined with mini concerts will be held every afternoon, inviting cellist
Huang Pinjie and saxophonist Kai Wei to perform classical music live. Cellist Huang Pinjie holds a
Doctor of Cello Performance Arts from Michigan State University in the United States, while
saxophonist Kai Wei (Kiwi) graduated from the Municipal Conservatory of Music in Marson, France,
and returned to Taiwan to serve as a guest performer in the Taipei Symphony Orchestra. It is
believed that this will bring a rich visual and auditory feast to the visitors.
